1. No drop in appointments.

2. Appointment time scheduled should be kept within 10 minutes of the agreed time.

3. If you are unable to keep an appointment you must call to reschedule at least one day before the scheduled appointment.

4. Failure to keep an appointment or call one day before the scheduled time will result in a $25.00 charge.

5. If Aztec Home Schooling fails to keep a scheduled appointment you will be given a $25.00 credit towards your registration.

6. Test material MUST be returned in person through a set appointment or sent via Delivery Confirmed US mail.

7. There is a 30 day period between the time a test is returned and when it is evaluated.

8. After the test has been evaluated you will have to schedule a time for the consultation.

9. Aztec Home Schooling has the right to refuse service to anyone.

10. Understand that payment does not guarantee a diploma.  If the conditions are not met the client will be given a diplomacy kit refund.  Failure to disclose legal circumstances can invalidate your program.

A. All tests must be returned in person by appointment or sent via US Mail Delivery Confirmed to:

B. The test is divided into 3 sections: Math, Written, & Literacy.  The material covers the 5 core subjects: Math, Social Studies, Science, Reading and Writing.  Not all questions need to be answered but all information sections must be completed.

C. Only return the test section.  The test section begins with the page that says “IMPORTANT IMPORTANT IMPORTANT” and ends with the two pages: High School/Life Experience…

(The other forms are for your files)
D. Test results can take up to 30 days, please be patient.

E. Please do not get another person to answer a question that you could not answer yourself.  You are allowed to not answer a certain amount of questions without penalty.

F. You cannot tell anyone that you have a diploma until you have earned and received it.

G. You cannot call and demand that you need a diploma for a job or employer.  You will have to wait until you receive your diploma.

H. Not everyone who enrolls in Aztec Home Schooling receives a diploma.

I. You cannot use your diploma for fraudulent reasons.  Aztec Home Schooling is not responsible if applicants fraudulently misrepresent themselves.

J. No one is obligated to accept any diploma from any school or provider of a diploma.

K. Please complete all information including cities, states and countries.  If information is not clear it will be considered as not provided.

Make sure you write your name as you want it on your diploma.  Information will be transferred to your diploma from the page that says “IMPORTANT IMPORTANT IMPORTANT”.

A $25.00 fee will be assessed for any test returned to AHS, that is not legible due to illegible handwriting.  A $25.00 fee will be assessed for incorrect information provided.  In addition, you will not receive your diploma and it will be your responsibility to call AHS at (505) 414-0848 to adjust or correct any mistakes before we send you your diploma.

Before you start make sure that you accept these conditions. 
Aztec Home Schooling Fee for Services

The cost of the program can vary depending on the services provided, which

may include tutoring and ancillary services.  The minimum is $25.00 to register.

The basic program for one (1) individual is $300.00.  Each individual in the same group paying at the same time is an extra $50.00 per person up to a group of 4.  After 4 people the price increases an extra $100.00 per person.  

Example:  
For one individual the cost is $300.00



For a group of two the cost is $350.00



For a group of three the cost is $400.00



For a group of four the cost is $450.00



For a group of five the cost is $500.00



For a group of six the cost is $600.00



For a group of seven the cost is $700.00

There is a money back guarantee on each of these programs, however, in a group program, if one person requests a refund the money will be refunded to all persons.

Persons who constitute a group will not be required to complete their tests at the same time.

All tests must be returned in person by appointment or sent via US Mail Delivery Confirmed.

Copies of the test are not to be made for anyone who is not registered.  If a person requests to see the test, you may show it to them, but diplomas are only granted to those who have registered.

If you have any questions, you may call (505) 414-0848.  We see applicants by appointment only.  All teachers are certified and licensed.  Agents are also available for questions.  AHS facilitates home based and homeschooled programs.

Applicants who request a duplicate, transcript, diploma, certificate, letter, or recommendation must give Aztec Home Schooling a 24hour advance notice. 

A dated request in writing on letterhead by the requesting official must be signed and submitted before any information is released.

Terms of Agreement

1. AHS is not a school and is not affiliated with any public or private schools.

2. Homeschooling is a non-accredited state approved program.

3. AHS facilitates the home school program by providing administration, testing and assistance as determined by the evaluation of the student.

4. The parent, guardian, or the custodian who acts as the student’s sponsor carries out home schooling.

5. Home schooling is legal and valid in all 50 states including in the State of New Mexico as established by Senate bill #1235.

6. Every resident has the right to establish a home school program by filing a Notification of a Home School, SDE 542-99A.

7. AHS does not issue a high school diploma, but merely provides the form used by the parent, guardian, or custodian.  This same diploma form may be obtained through the Home School Legal Defense Association.

8. AHS provides testing and material used in the pursuit of a home school program.

9.  The test used by AHS is not scored or graded but is used as an evaluative and diagnostic tool for the program.

10. The final determination to issue a high school diploma is that of the parent, guardian, or custodian.  AHS may not recommend that a diploma be issued.

11. Alternative options in obtaining a high school diploma were explained to me including the GED.

12. I was advised to consider all other options.  The decision to home school was my own.

13. Books and other materials are extra including tutors.  There can be other additional costs.

14. A person is not locked into any type of program.  A person who wishes to return to a public program must be accepted at the age appropriate level and grade.

15. Homeschooling is carried out in the home as determined by the guidelines set by the State of New Mexico.

16. A Home School Diploma is not a GED, public or private school diploma.

17. A Home School Diploma is legal, valid, and must be accepted by the city, state, county, federal, military and all colleges as long as the person meets the requirements of the agency.  Possession of any diploma does not guarantee admission to any program.

18. Advocacy does not extend to financial assistance.  It only applies to entry into a program.

Money Back Agreement

The following terms must be agreed to before accepting and facilitating your home school program.

1. A person who signs up with AHS has 30 calendar days to request a full refund.

2. After 30 days a refund of the Diploma Kit and Testing will be issued if all material provided by AHS are returned.

3. In order to receive a refund a person is required to sign a release refund form and must return all original copies of materials received through AHS.

4. Once a home school diploma has been issued there is no refund.  Schools and Institutions are not required to accept a diploma from any accredited or non-accredited program.  Schools and Institutions may deny the applicant if the applicant is unable to meet minimum entrant requirements.  If an applicant cannot pass entrant requirements the School or Institute does not have to accept an applicant.

5. If a person is denied entry into any School or Institution because they are unable to pass any entry requirements a refund will not be issued.

6. All Native Americans that wish to participate with AHS must provide documentation that their Tribal Council acknowledges, accepts, and approves the legality of a home school diploma.   A letter from the Tribal Council or Judge must be provided.  Not all Tribal Councils recognize home school diplomas as valid on sovereign Native American reservations.

7. After one year from registration there are no eligible refunds. 

8. If a student is under the compulsory education age the PED must be notified that they have chosen an alternative method to obtain a high school diploma.  If the applicant is below the compulsory age and is not enrolled in a school they must be re-enrolled in a program deemed legal by the State Department of Education by the applicable laws.  AHS is not responsible for violation of 22-1-1 NMSA.  That applicant will be notified by AHS of such action.  Applicants are required to register with the state.

9. In any group, if one member requests a refund the refund will be granted to the entire group.  If any diplomas have been accepted by any member in the group prior to the refund request a refund will not be issued.

NOTE & ACCEPTANCE:

A client of AHS who has agreed to the terms of AHS may not in advance claim that they have received or will receive a home school diploma because they are a client of AHS without first successfully completing the program.  All persons will have to have successfully completed and passed the program established by AHS before making a claim that they have a home school diploma.  The Military and other institutions who require a diploma or a certificate for admission who otherwise require that a placement exam be passed or that certain other restrictions are met have the right not to accept that diploma or certificate from any school; public/private, GED, or home school.  Persons may need to reach a certain level of proficiency in physical, emotional, psychology, or academic requirements before qualifying for a position.  Some schools have admission policies that will accept a person without a diploma.  This is usually called an adult admission policy.  A client may request in advance of completing their program, a letter from AHS, that they are participating in a home school program that may or may not lead to a legal and valid diploma.  This letter can be an open letter addressed to “whom it may concern” if the judge, parole, probation, or institutional director is unknown.  If the person is known, then the information of name and title must be provided to AHS.  All persons must have paid in advance or prior arrangements made if there were hardship conditions concerning registering with AHS.  A person who violates this agreement will be dropped from our program without refund.  Any attempt to defraud or to use Aztec Home Schooling name without prior approval will be investigated.  Any person who claims that they earned a home school diploma facilitated through AHS and have not, regardless of financial arrangements, will be dropped from our program without refund.  If known, a letter will be sent to appropriate organizations indicating that the client attempted to defraud and misrepresent the intent of the AHS program.  It is not a foregone conclusion that by registering with AHS and taking the exam that it automatically will lead to a diploma.

Not everyone who registers with Aztec Home Schooling will receive a diploma.  I have read, understand, and have had explained and agree to the conditions that must be followed, fees for service, terms of agreement and money back agreement.

AZTEC HOME SCHOOLING IS NOT A SCHOOL.

HOME SCHOOLING MEANS THAT YOU ARE THE SCHOOL.

THAT YOU HAVE DECIDED TO CREATE YOUR OWN PROGRAM.

We do not have a packaged program but we do have access to accredited programs that provide curriculum if that is the way you wish to develop your program.  Our program is used to provide you with the necessary tools to create your own program.  You decide on your curriculum.  Our program allows you to setup an effective home school program for all ages in order for you to know when and how to issue a HIGH SCHOOL HOME SCHOOL DIPLOMA.  You will receive all of the necessary information, forms and tests so you may conduct an accredited home school.  There are no agencies that are accredited to issue a home school diploma.  Your decision to home school is a statement that you wish to separate yourself from the public system.  You do not have to follow curriculums of your state unless they are required under law.  You need to check with your state to see what the regulations are in your area.  WWW.HSLDA.ORG You can teach what ever you wish.  Public schools violate the separation of state and church by allowing the transfer of religious credits.  The argument of Intelligent Design, Evolution, or your own combination of your beliefs is your business.  We recommend that in your program you include the five core areas: Math, Reading, Writing, Science and Social Studies.  Elective subjects are your choice.  How many credits, how to keep track of your program and the forms such as transcripts and records that public schools will recognize are included in your order.

Our test is not a scored test.  There is no percentage to reach in order to pass.  There is no pass/failure although we encourage home schools to set a percentage in their program.  The test is an evaluative and diagnostic tool that helps you setup and develop your own program.  Our home school package contains:  1. How to setup an effective home school program.  2. All forms in order to track your program.  3. Testing and evaluation to setup your program.  4. How to issue a valid Home School Diploma.  5. Recommendations to develop an effective home school.  Important issues to consider:  Who to home school?  When to home school?  Whether or not your program does will work because of changing circumstances, or if it just will not work at all.

Public Schools and many Private Schools classify students according to the Federal guidelines; one major category is SPECIAL EDUCATION.  It is for this reason that students classified as Learning Disabled believe that they are considered “Retarded.”  We classify home school students under separate categories; Regular students, Special Education, Gifted, Mentally Retarded, Special Needs (physical or psychological) and Special Circumstances (in transit or incarcerated).  New Mexico has a compulsory education law.  If parents are not sending their children to school from home, how are they going to send their child to school from jail?  Who will assume the responsibility for the family?  By suspending a student from a school system it is making a person disobey the law.  If it is law then a system has the responsibility to provide alternative education.  Home School is an alternative form.

WHAT IS AZTEC HOME SCHOOLING?

Aztec Home Schooling is not a school.  Then how does it work? 

If AHS is not a school then is it accredited?  What makes the program legal?

First, home schooling is legal in all 50 states.  If home school is legal, than a home school diploma has to be legal.  AHS is not accredited it is the accrediting agent.  If you attend or participating with a school that is not a public school, ask the question, “Are you accredited?”  If they state that they are accredited than ask the questions, 1. “Who is the accrediting agent?” 2. “Can I see their standards?” 3. “When did the accreditation agent do its last visit?” 4. “Can you show me the results?”  AHS provides testing in determining where to start.  AHS provides the program structure based on the testing which is in reality an evaluative/diagnostic test.  There is no score in order to pass.  AHS is an alternative non-traditional approach in determining how and when to issue a high school home school diploma.  AHS facilitates home school programs.  AHS began its initial operation in 1980 under the name of Aztec Consultants Educators (ACE).  The program went out of business in 1983 for lack of a response.  ACE as it was then called, was to design programs for home school students.  It was the first time that computers were specifically designed for use by students.  Being ahead of its time, and with lack of computer memory, the program ended.  In 1992 ACE was restructured and renamed Aztec Home Schooling (AHS).  Tests were designed by taking the best of what was available specifically for home based programs.  Throughout the ensuing years from 1992-1995, when Aztec Home Schooling was gaining valuable experience in designing home school programs to the present year, AHS has become the oldest, longest WEB site on home schools surviving a legal challenge to becoming what it is today.  The law makes home school legal.  Aztec Home Schooling complies with the existing laws that effect home schools.  AHS provides the graphic diploma and the evaluation in a certificate of completion.  Not everyone who applies receives a diploma.  Please read the disclaimer.

CONGRADULATIONS on your acceptance to our program.

I want to make it clear that this is not a GED, nor is it a public or private

high school diploma.  It is a certificate of completion equivalent to a high 

school diploma based on test materials that were designed to determine the 

status of a student’s capability to succeed in the work world.  The test you are about to take is different from most tests in so much as it is an evaluative/diagnostic tool.  Although the test is evaluated, it is not scored on a right/wrong basis.  Some questions are based on how you answer the question.  Some questions have more than one answer.  The test was designed for home school programs, but developed into an adult home based evaluation.  This is an honors test, which means that if you are taking the test, you are to do it separate from anyone else.  You can ask for assistance in where to find the answer, or on how to solve a problem; however the answer must not come from you source, but directly from you.  Since there is no passing score percentage wise, there is no reason to cheat on this test.  You are not working for a grade point, although it is one of the three elements on how this test is evaluated.  How you answer the question is more important than getting the right answer.  If someone asks you what you are doing, answer the question.  If they ask to see the test, you can show it to them.  You may NOT make a copy for someone else in order to allow them to study in advance.  The whole purpose is to evaluate a person’s ability to research and resource information.  It is impossible to keep all the information in one’s memory, although it can be useful.  It is more important that if you are asked a question, you can find the answer.  Some of the questions are asked in a different form to see if a person understands the process.  The test is divided into three sections: Math, Written and Literacy, which cover Science, Social Studies and Geography.  It examines the same five core areas as the GED; Reading, Writing, Math, Science and Social Studies.  It is important to understand that every page in the packet is part of the test.  It is important to read all of the directions and instructions where specified in the test.  Good Luck!  When you complete the test, please return back to Aztec Home Schooling as instructed in the packet.  From the day that you send your test back for evaluation, you must give us at least thirty days to complete your evaluation.

This test has questions that begin at 4th grade level and has questions that are considered 1st year college.  General research skills are evaluated as Adaptive Behavior Skills.  Adaptive skills are ones ability to adapt to most social circumstances.  Syntax, life experiences, age, number of children, highest level of high school, GED scores of test passed, specialized training and work experience considered.  The test is not only going to be scored by percentage but also by the complete assessment of the sum of ones life experience.  A score of 80 can increase or decrease by as much as 10 points.  This is why personal interview at the end of the test is so important.  Clarity of hand writing is very important as well as giving all information requested.

There are three possible scenarios upon completion of Evaluation; a diploma, a program of study for six months before a diploma is requested, or you will not receive a diploma in which case you would get a diploma kit refund.  You must read all the papers in the test packet and then do the test.  Upon completion return the test as instructed in the test.  OPEN THE PACKET AND BEGIN.
